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Scholarship Application Procedures
Follow these procedures when you apply for scholarships.

1. Get the application form from the appropriate source.  Scholarship applications may be available from Student Services, on-line from the Parker Home Page, from other websites or from outside agencies.

2. Type the application if possible.  Make it as neat as possible.   Use black pen.  Never fill out an application in pencil.
3. Request recommendations at least a week in advance.  Also give the person who is to write the letter a personal information sheet (located in Student Services) about you detailing information that they may not know. (Clubs, leadership roles, honors and awards, work and volunteer experience, etc.) 

4. Request a transcript from Student Services if it is required.   
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PAY CLOSE ATTENTION TO DEADLINE DATES.  Scholarship committees do not accept late applications.

TIPS FOR A SUCCESSFUL SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION

· Start Early.  Don’t wait until the last minute to complete the application.

· Proofread your application.

· Don’t Procrastinate.  Deadlines are final.  Your application will not be considered if it is late.

· Take Responsibility.  Keep a copy of your application for your records.
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Are you eligible?

· Must be a student of color: African-American, Latino, Asian or Native American
· Graduate of a Janesville high school OR a resident of Janesville
· Must pursue a degree in an education-related field and seek teacher certification
· Upon completion of degree, must apply for employment with the School District of Janesville
· If hired, must complete three years of employment with the School District of Janesville

This application does not take the place of filling out scholarships that are in the Senior Newsletter, but makes the student eligible for scholarships and awards that are NOT published.  Scholarship committees will come in to review the Local Scholarship Applications. Neatness is extremely important (type if possible).  Use black pen.  Never fill out an application in pencil.  Awards and scholarships are given based on the information provided on the Local Scholarship form.    This application is available in the Student Services Office and must be returned no later than March 1.

AFSCME Local 938 Scholarship   - Applicant must be a dependent of a member of AFSME Local 938 representing clerical, custodial, food service, and paraprofessionals. Applications are available in the Student Services Office.   Return applications to Student Services by March 27th

Applications must be postmarked by Dec. 19th 
National MS Society’s Scholarship – Available to any student who has been diagnosed with MS or who have a parent with MS.  Scholars are selected based on academic performance, financial need, school and/or community participation, compelling personal or family circumstances, work experience, and statements of educational goals and impact of MS on the applicant’s life.  Applications are available online at: nationalMSsociety.org/scholarship
Applications must be submitted by January 18th.

Rock County 4-H Fair Alumni Association – Available to students that have/are members of 4-H and FFA.  Selection is based on leadership roles, community involvement and fair experience.  Applications are available in the Student Services office and must be postmarked by February 13th
Rock Energy Cooperative Scholarship- Offered to students whose parents or guardians are active members of the Rock County Electric Cooperative.   Applicants are judged on the following bases: General Merit, Cooperation, Leadership Abilities, Financial Need, and Class Rank. The scholarship is available online at: www.rock.coop, click on Your Benefits, and scroll down to Scholarship Programs.  You must complete the application in one sitting.  You cannot save and come back later. Deadline for completing online application is January 11th.  (There is a counselor/principal form which must be picked up in the student services office-it is not available online.  Make sure you give the counselor/principal time to complete the form and request your transcripts.  These must be sent by yourself and are also due by January 11th so plan accordingly)
Society’s Assets Scholarship – The applicant must have a permanent and substantial physical or sensory disability.  Applicant must be enrolled in a college, university or technical school on a full-time basis.  An essay and 3 letters of recommendation are required.  All materials must be postmarked by February 1.  Applications are available in the Student Services Center.

PREVIOUS SCHOLARSHIPS

Elks National Foundation 2015  Most Valuable Student Scholarship - Available to anyone.  Applicants do not need to be related to a member of the Elks.  Males and females compete separately and are judged on scholarship, leadership and financial aid.  These scholarships range from $4,000 to $50,000. The application is completed and submitted online. James F. Swart ROTC Scholarship – Available to any student enrolled in an ROTC program at your college.  Applications are available in the Student Services office and must be returned to Student Services by March 15th.
Janesville Catholic Women’s Club – Student must be a practicing Catholic with a GPA of 3.0 or higher.  Student must have a friend or a relative who is a member of the Janesville Catholic Women’s Club.  Based on active involvement in the Catholic Church, academic standings and other extra-curricular activities in church and school.  Applications are available in the Student Services office.  Return to Student Services by April 1.

NFIB Young Entrepreneur Foundation – Available to any senior entering a 2 or 4 year college/vocational/technical school who has demonstrated entrepreneurial spirit and initiative such as starting his/her own business and participating in organizations such as DECA, FBLA, Junior Achievement and the National Foundation for Teaching Entrepreneurship among others.  Information is available at www.nfib.com/YEA.   Applications must be submitted by December 18.

St. William Catholic School Scholarship – Available to any student who attended St. William School for at least three years. Applications are in the Student Services office and must be returned to St. William School by March 31st.

Wisconsin American Legion Programs & Scholarships – The American Legion, Department of Wisconsin offers a number of scholarships to assist young people in their pursuit of higher education. 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JANESVILLE PROMISE SCHOLARSHIP
Due to Student Services by March 10th 
Purpose 

The scholarship shall be made available to Janesville Craig and Parker High School students accepted as incoming freshman at UW-Whitewater for the coming academic year. The aim of the scholarship is to provide financial aid to Janesville high school graduates attending UW-Whitewater. The primary objective is to increase the number of Janesville high schools students attending and graduating from UW-Whitewater.
General Conditions Governing The Award 

1. The scholarship shall be known as the Janesville’s Promise. 

2. The amount of each scholarship may vary from $1,000 - $5,000 annually. The number of recipients may also vary depending upon conditions as are described in this agreement. The scholarship may be renewed for up to four years, as long as the student complies with the conditions set forth.

3. In the event the recipient voluntarily discontinues full-time enrollment, (s)he shall forfeit all rights of the scholarship, and the money shall revert to the fund. 

Qualifications of Candidates 

1. The candidates must be an accepted registered student at UW-Whitewater .

2. The candidates must be a high school senior at Craig or Parker High School, Janesville, Wis., at the time of application.

3. The candidates must submit an *essay and 2 letters of recommendation no later than March 10th  of the school year for which the scholarship will be awarded. 

4. The Parker High School Local Form must be filled out and attached to letters of recommendation and *essay.

5. The candidates may renew for up to three additional years, if he/she continues full-time enrollment at UW-Whitewater.
6. *Essay submitted should include community involvement and leadership abilities.

Selection of Candidates 

1. They shall select candidates no later than the last day of March. 

2. The following factors shall be considered in deciding the relative merit of applicants and final selection: 

-Submission of two letters of recommendation from a high school teacher or employer, discussing the student’s leadership qualities, community involvement, and subjective assessment of student ability to succeed in college.

-An* essay demonstrating the students qualifications, based upon leadership ability, community involvement, financial need, and how they have made a difference in their school or community. The essay can address the lack of community involvement due to financial pressures, resulting in employment.

-Completed Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).

3. Once final candidates have been selected, the appointed Janesville Promise Scholarship committee will determine the amount of the award ($1,000 to $5,000) for each recipient, based on the following values:

a. The more highly merited students for UW-Whitewater, due to GPA and ACT/SAT

b. Financial need, if all other attributes are equal

FREE  SCHOLARSHIP  SEARCHES                         
 Each of these interactive sites allows students to search for possible scholarships based on personal information provided by the student. Once an application posted to the Web has been completed, the user is able to search for scholarships using different criteria.

Absolutely Scholarships - Absolutely Scholarships is a searchable database that has over 200,000 available scholarships. The search is performed in two comprehensive scholarship databases.

College Quest - College Quest allows students to search for a campus to meet their needs as well as search for scholarships and other awards.

Collegeboard.com - Collegeboard.com enables students to match their educational goals with internships, scholarships, and loans. It offers a wide variety of facts and tips to aid students when planning for college.

ExPAN - ExPAN is based on the College Board program entitled Fund Finder, which assists students in finding scholarships, loans, internships and other financial aid programs that match your education level, talents, and background.

Financial Aid Search Through the Web (fastWeb) - fastWEB is a database of more than 270,000 scholarships, fellowships, grants, and loans

Kaarme.com -Provides tools, reference materials, and connectivity for college-bound students, counselors and parents.  You may easily browse scholarships; no login information is required.

MOLIS - The Minority on-Line Information Service provides information about scholarship and fellowship opportunities for qualified minority applicants.

MACH25 - The CollegeNET MACH25 database contains listings of more than 500,000 private sector awards (including school-specific awards) from 1,570 sponsors. MACH25 uses residential, personal, academic, organizational affiliation, and general criteria to match the student's profile against the award listings.

SRN Express - Scholarship Resource Network Express (SRN Express) gives students access to a database of over 150,000 awards. The information is available to undergraduate and graduate students. There is also information about student loan repayment.

Wired Scholar - Wired Scholar allows students to complete an online profile to see for which scholarships they are eligible. Gain access to over 600,000 scholarships, grants, fellowships and internships. This database is available to undergraduate and graduate students.
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The FAFSA, or Free Application for Federal Student Aid, is the primary form that the federal government, states and colleges use to award grants, scholarships, work study and student loans.  Grants and scholarships are free, but you have to earn the work study dollars and pay back the loans.   
All students should consider applying for financial aid.

· Financial aid information (FAFSA) is available beginning in October (previously January).  This better aligns the financial aid and college application processes and gives students more time to apply.
· The application must be completed on-line at www.fafsa.edu.gov  Families can use their prior-prior year tax information to complete the form instead of the prior year’s tax information.  This allows families to file the FAFSA before they file their previous year’s taxes.
· There will be a financial aid meeting at Craig on Wed. November 16th in the cafeteria at 6pm for any parents and students that were unable to make the financial aid meeting at Parker during conferences.  This is a great opportunity to get help filling out your FAFSA.

· 2015 untaxed income records, such as child support or veteran’s non educational benefits

· Information on savings, investments, business assets and farm assets (if applicable)

· Driver’s License (if you have one)

· Social Security Number

· Alien Registration Card or Permanent Resident Card (If you are not a U.S. Citizen)

· Date of birth for parents, and month and year of parents’ marriage, divorce or separation

Don't ask "Could you write a letter of recommendation for me?" Just about anyone can write a letter. The problem can be what they are going to include in the letter. Rather, ask "Do you feel you know me well enough to write me a good letter of recommendation?" By giving the following information such as your g.p.a, your rank, your outside activities, leadership positions and volunteer work to the person who is being asked to write the letter of recommendation you can be assured that those who say "yes" will be enthusiastic about your performance and will write a positive letter. 

Letter of Recommendation forms can be found in the student services office.  Fill out the form and include this when you request a letter of recommendation.  Always allow at least two weeks to complete the letter.  Also, keep a copy of the letter(s) for use later in the college application and scholarship process.

Admission Offices throughout Wisconsin have issued a warning to seniors regarding the importance of doing well during the entire senior year.  Colleges do rescind acceptance of students who do poorly, especially during the second semester.  Also, colleges

expect the student to notify the 

admissions office regarding any 2nd 

semester schedule changes. 

Colleges do not look favorably 

on taking an easy 2nd semester

course schedule.    


One of the best ways for a prospective student and his/her parents to determine if a college is a good choice is to visit the campus.  In addition to providing the opportunity to meet with admission personnel, campus visits allow a student to see the campus through a guided tour.  Students can also make arrangements to meet with faculty, coaches or other university staff by pre-arranged appointments.  

Campus Preview Days or Close-Ups offer a more extensive agenda.  These programs are typically half-day events that feature informational sessions with faculty, student service representatives and current students. 

Scheduling early is key when arranging a campus visit or making plans to attend a preview day.  Students should schedule with the campus at least one to two weeks in advance of the date they wish to visit.  The reservations for some tour and preview days fill quickly, especially on teacher convention days, so it is important to plan ahead.
